G20 ecos need to spend $35 tn more for net-zero’

New Delhi: G20 economies
would need to invest about an
ostimated $35 trillion this de-
cade, over and above the cur-
rent spending, to be on track
to reach net zero greenhouse
gas emissions target by 2050, a
study by McKinsey said.
“While G20 economies
have made tanglble progress
in reducing emissions in re-
cent vears, CO2 emissions
need to further decrease by
almost 50% by 2030 as aga-
inst 2020 levels to reach the
netzerogoalon time. To achi-
evethat goal, much of the in-
vestment needed would need
to be made upfront to suc-
cessfully transform the

world’s energy and land use-
systems,” analysts atthe ma-
nagement consulting firm
said. The report was relea-
sed on the sidelines of the
B20 summit.

To put it in perspective,
G20 economies at present
emit about 31 gigatons CO2
per annum and would need
to reduce that by about half
by the end of this decade.
While China and some Latin
Americancountrieshavethe
highest emissions reduction
requirements among the
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upper middle income count-
ries, Germany has the hig-
hest reduction needs among
high income countries.
Business-led innovations
canaccountforaconsiderab-
le proportion of financing
required to meet the sustai-
nability goals, helping close
some amount of the net zero
gaps, suggest experts. Socie-
ties would need to consider
greater public-private com-
mitment and collaboration,
new incentives and even bol-

der innovation posmbih, es,

analysts said.
